ETASB Curriculum and 

Guidelines for Participation 

1. Only participants are allowed inside the rehearsal area. If you have friends who are not participating, they must remain outside the rehearsal area. We do not have space for any additional visitors, and all equipment and materials will remain safer and in better shape without non-participants occupying space in the rehearsal area. 
2.  Food and drink other than bottled water are not allowed in the rehearsal area, practice rooms or instrument room at any time. Students who choose to violate this rule will be asked to leave the rehearsal area, and repeat offenders will lose the privilege of participation in the group. 
3. All instruments should be kept in excellent playing condition. Never leave an instrument in an open case or unattended. All visiting bands must have their cases marked with their school initials for identification purposes. The instrument cases will be placed into the hosting school bands instrument room, and assigned practice rooms for storage. 

4.  For the protection of the students, the Band Hall is monitored 24 hours a day by videotaped camera surveillance; however, the host school cannot assume responsibility for any instrument, equipment, or personal items left in the band room. So, do not leave any personal items in the band room for any reason during the clinic session. 

5. Students who fail to transport school-owned instruments inside the approved case can be charged for any damage the instrument incurs and may lose the privilege of using a school owned instrument. Damages due to abuse and neglect of any school owned instrument/equipment will be repaired at the student’s expense. Participants should check with their respective band directors about policies of use for school owned band instruments. 
5. Please take care to keep all stands, chairs, practice rooms, etc. in the best possible shape, and report any damaged items to the host school’s band director immediately. Any vandalism or intentional damage to school property or to another band member’s property will result in immediate removal from participation in the group.
6. Remove all hats upon entering the band hall or rehearsal area. 
7. Participants are required to attend all rehearsals and performances. Students should be EARLY for all ETASB functions.  Due to instrumental parts coverage, it is important that students inform their respective instrumental section leader of any absences, or in the event of being late for scheduled clinic sessions. Participants with excessive absences (3 unexcused absences) from scheduled clinic sessions can lose the privilege to participate in scheduled performances. Attendance will be taken for every rehearsal session. 
8. Remain in your sectional rehearsal during the scheduled time for those rehearsals. 

· Each rehearsal will be led by a specific band director or workshop leader. 

·  Use the time to review wisely- there will be individual listening sessions during sectionals and full band rehearsals. 
· Individual assistance will be given for those in need. 

· Be attentive during sessions!! No exceptions!!
9. Camp participants are required to remain with the group at all times.

· Early dismissal must be pre-approved with a specific director in writing.

· Participants are required to properly inform a band director or workshop leader of early dismissal at least 24 hours in advance, and parents/guardians are asked to notify a band director or workshop leader. It is appreciated that this be done in writing for the safety of each young person. 

10. Dismissal procedures:

· All parents are to be parked in front of the band room at the end of each workshop session. 

· All participants are to leave the campus immediately upon dismissal. Those failing to follow this directive can be removed from participation in activities. 

· All musicians are to take their instruments home to practice- see information about the loaned instruments. 
Participant Behavior

· When a director is on the podium, all attention and respect will be given for instruction. No exceptions!! Disrespect can equal removal from participation
· Avoid use of profanity. Practice “respect” for each other and the assisting band staff and volunteers. 
· Disrespectful behavior of any type can result in removal as a participant in the clinic sessions. 

· Participants are to put forth 100% effort to learn all assigned music is required; work to memorize all issued music.
· During every sectional rehearsal, it is the participant’s responsibility to

learn assigned parts and return to the full band session prepared to perform the assigned music.

· Avoid insulting or disrespectful remarks to visiting guest participants and vice versa. The group must function as a team to move as a team for the scheduled performances. 
· All musicians are required to have a pencil for every rehearsal session. 

           Participants are to strictly follow the schedule.

READ THE ENTIRE ISSUED SCHEDULE- IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY!!
Procedures for movement from indoor music rehearsal to field rehearsal

·  All students are to line up in parade formation and move to the field. 

· The line-up will be done in a matter of 5 minutes total. 

· All band members are to fall-in at parade rest and remain quiet during this time. 

Arrival to the field, all band members are to remain in parade formation;

· Halt (long halt will be instituted) 

· Parade rest and remain quiet

· Begin the field rehearsal session
· All musicians are to take their instruments home to practice and return knowing their individual parts to assigned music. If it is passed out, it is assigned music and this includes all exercises and warm-up material. NO EXCEPTIONS! THERE WILL BE INDIVIDUAL LISTENING SESSIONS!! You can be asked to leave for consistent failure on individual music assignments. 

Curriculum
